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We are deeply saddened by the news that hundreds of thousands of lives were potentially lost

in the earthquake which struck outside Port-au-Prince, Haiti, on January 12, 2010. One of our
Miami staff members received word that a member of her family was killed. We are still awaiting
word concerning the well-being of our own missionary families.

MIA has established a dual goal where Haiti is concerned: We will meet the immediate physical
needs and once the initial crisis has subsided we will meet the long-term physical, medical and
spiritual ones.

We are actively soliciting immediate donations of food, water and clothing. We have already been
in contact with other reliable, reputable mission organizations in the US to ensure that these
donations are quickly transported and immediately available to churches in Haiti. Roland
Joynes, an MIA associate who leads teams for us to Haiti, will be there this weekend, making a
firsthand assessment.

Bresile St. Germain, our Haitian director, is contacting pastors and churches that MIA has
established a working relationship with in the past. We will also be working with his son, who is
a pastor in Haiti, and other mission organizations.

Through Project Ebenezer’s Home for the Homeless our long-term goal is to work with churches
and church leaders in helping their members rebuild their homes and communities. We will
also assist these churches in establishing social transformational projects, empowering them for
long-term sustainability.

MIA firmly believes in the sovereignty of God. Therefore, we view such tragedies as this through
the lens of Romans 8:28, “And we know that ALL things work together for good to those who
love God, to those who are the called according to His purpose.” This is an opportunity for all
believers to be the hands and feet of Christ carrying the good news by word and deed. This is
part of ‘incarnating’ the Gospel of Christ. Our prayer is that God would use this tragedy to
glorify Himself in Haiti by drawing many Haitians to Himself. Furthermore, we pray that God
would use this to unify the Church of Jesus Christ in coming together to meet the needs of all
who have suffered the loss of life and possessions.

MIA is doing all it can to bring relief to Haiti quickly. Please make any special donations to MIA
with a notation that it is for the Haitian Relief Fund.

Missions, I have been busy laying the
groundwork for this exciting new
division. Medical missions are a
powerful tool to help the local church
serve their community. I am thankful
and humbled that God has called me
to this ministry.

By way of introduction, I am a non-
medical person interested in all things
medical. I was born in Michigan but
grew up overseas in the Philippines
and Colombia, South America. I
received my B.A. in Geography from
University of California-Berkeley in
1983 and my M.A. in Medical
Geography from the University of
North Carolina-Chapel Hill in 1994. 1
have over 25 years experience
working in the health field, including
a short stint as an EMT in the mid-
80s. From the |-20
I worked in health survey design and
international health program
management for the Research
Triangle Institute (RTI). I have also
worked and/or volunteered in
hospitals, free clinics, community
clinics, crisis pregnancy centers, and
served on medical missions in
Mexico, Trinidad, and Colombia.

Raised in a Catholic home, I accepted
Jesus Christ as my Lord and Savior in
1988. My husband and I were married
in 1989 and have two teenage sons.
We live in northern Virginia and
attend Faith Reformed Presbyterian
(PCA) in Frederick, MD. Ilove to
travel; at last count, I have been to
more than 32 countries on four
continents.

Much of my time so far with MIA has
been spent in more travel! In
September, I attended a course in
Community Health Evangelism
(CHE), which is both a philosophy
and methodology for establishing
community based development
programs that are integrated into an

evangelism and discipleship ministry.
In October, I traveled to Miami to
meet the MIA staff and Board of
Directors. In November, Rev. McGee
and I attended the Global Missions
Health Conference in Louisville, KY,
where we manned a booth and met
students and professionals interested
in medical ministry. In December we
visited Christ Church at Grove Farm,
Sewickly, PA, to discuss
opportunities for collaboration.
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strategy and success in the Caribbean,

we are now looking at launching a
new partnership in Colombia, South
America. In AugustIled an
optometry team on a medical trip to
Barranquilla and Santa Marta with
Tenth Presbyterian PCA. There is a
growing reformed church in
Colombia that is engaged in
theological education, church growth,
and holistic ministry. The potential
there for evangelism and community
development is tremendous,
however, the local church has been
limited in its ability to respond due to
a shortage of resources.

Rev. Jaime Leal, pastor of La Puerta
(one of the churches in Colombia),
has been in the U.S. recently to meet
with churches and build support for

their ministry. Although broader in
scope than just medical missions, I
have been working alongside Pastor
Leal to write proposals, develop
handouts and Powerpoints, and make
presentations. We have recently
presented to two PCA Presbyteries
(Potomac and Chesapeake), a number
of PCA churches, and to a large
homeschool group whose members
represent many churches in the DC
metro area. We have also been
working to build interest through
individuals and their churches in
Florida, Georgia, Missouri,
Pennsylvania, and New Jersey. There
is a groundswell of support building
for this work; please pray that these
efforts would yield much fruit for the
Lord in Colombia.

I am also working to build
relationships with our staff in the
Caribbean and identify how we can
support their outreach efforts through
the use of medical teams. I am
currently developing a database of
medical professionals. If you are a

Recently I covered some 20k miles,
safely crossing oceans and continents.
Returning home from the train station,
Marilyn and I were driving on I-95
when a speeding SUV (trying to flee one
accident) ran into another SUV, killing
its driver. How many lessons can we
draw from that?

In Burundi we had a graduation
ceremony for those who have completed
the three level preaching seminar
program. I'll go again next year to work
with a select group of leaders in
preparing their own seminars for the
future. We're really starting to see a
movement of Bible-text preaching take
off in several countries after five years of
effort.

We had 120 leaders from every district
of the country come to launch the level
one program in Sierra Leone. Our
national director's grandmother, who
had raised him, died suddenly just
before we started. Then after the first
day the six-week-old daughter of a
pastor died, and he went home to his
wife. Thus we were reminded of the
fragility of life and how precious it is to
have a Lord both for the living and the
dead.

After the seminar I stayed in Freetown
to speak four times to the Presbyterian
Church of Sierra Leone. What a
delightful group of believers who could
teach us staid presbies a thing or two
about worship! They are steadily seeing
Muslim young people coming to faith in
the living Christ Jesus. And their parents
apparently are fine with them going to
church.

We have 13 Visién R.E.A.L. centers
formally registered with Ministries in
Action as reformation and leadership
training centers. These are in Mexico,
Bolivia, Chile, Costa Rica and Colombia.
The number of students in these centers
varies from a half dozen to 20 or more.

Our website receives about 1000 hits a
day from around the world as people
download our materials for training.

We wish to see leadership and
reformation training centers established
in every Latin American country. This
provides the platform for spreading a
reformation throughout the region as
happened in Europe 400 years ago.
